Critical or common problems:

· Balance among teaching, research, and service

· How does the admistration keep track of faculty scholarship/productivity?

· Opportunity to review tenure and promotion guidelines

· Opportunity to discuss teaching loads

· Opportunity to discuss equity among faculty

What do we want to include in the self study (data comparisons)?

· University tenure and promotion guidelines

· Opportunities for reviewers to interview individual faculty about how those documents are applied

· Faculty publications per year

· Need to consider type of publication

· Faculty teaching per year

· Need to consider type of course (grad/undergrad/enrollment)

· Time spent on the scholarship of teaching should be recognized

· Number of graduate students advised per faculty member

· Number of undergraduate research projects advised per faculty member

· Peer institution data for so that appropriate comparisons are made

· Service on department and university committees
