1. Observe:  Examine your old tarnished penny.  Record your observations of the penny’s appearance below. (Can you read what’s on the penny?  Is it badly tarnished?  Is it lightly tarnished?  Is one side in better shape than the other?

2. Experiment:

a. Put your name on scotch tape and place it on your plastic cup.

b. Put your penny in the plastic cup.

c. Put on goggles.

d. Sprinkle a small amount of salt on top of your penny in the cup.

e. Pour in just enough vinegar to cover your penny and salt in the cup.

f. Find a safe place in the room to store your penny & cup.

3. Predict:

a. What do you think will happen to the salt in the cup?

4. Observe:

a. After 24 hours, examine the penny to see how it has changed.  Record your findings below.  Was your prediction correct?  What effect did the solution have on your penny?
