 “Starting Point” projects could be initiated in many disciplines. Likely they would use appropriate generic top pages from the 16 modules in Starting Point: Economics and 60 modules in Pedagogy in Action. Below this generic top page, would be discipline specific pages: “Using [pedagogy name] in [discipline] and “Examples” [discipline specific].

How might this be developed? There could be a planning meeting to get everyone on the same page. Less expensive option would be electronic communication followed by conference calls. More expensive option would be NSF-sponsored workshop in spring/summer 2013. 
How to sell it?
1. Project initiated by 2yc faculty with focus on introductory course sequences. About one-half of students take these courses at 2yc; materials could be used also at 4ycs. 

2. Buy-in from national associations. Some disciplinary associations won’t do this (for example, economics). Others may be willing to support dissemination

3. We have track record of local campus-based workshops, often cross-disciplinary, in promoting existing resources.

Possible challenges

1. Many good projects have been built on the web, but are little used. Why is this different?  See selling points above, but we need to be creative about dissemination.

2. NSF would require data on student learning. We would need assistance in finding appropriate assessment tools and creative ways to use them. 

3. The project would be a Type 2 or 3 NSF proposal. These are highly competitive. Next round would be January 2014.
