Issued is a statement by the head geologist (studies rocks),volcanologist (studies volcanoes) and seismologist (studies earthquakes) of the National Science Foundation (NSF):

“Welcome scientists and explorers, and thank you for meeting at such short notice! We need YOUR HELP! There has been a terrible malfunction in the database room of the National Science Foundation Headquarters, and we have lost all of our precious information on natural occurrences, specifically recent earthquakes, mountain ranges, and volcanoes, that reside the United States. We need some of this information back ASAP before the president of this foundation finds out when we meet tomorrow! Can you help us out?”

It is your job, as a group, to research ONE recent earthquake, volcano and a mountain ranges in the United States and present to me and your classmates the information you have found. I will choose which group gets which volcano, earthquake or mountain range. This presentation will be 5-7 minutes long. I will decide whether or not this information is good enough for our friends at the NSF. 
Here is what they need:
-Type of natural occurrence
-Name
-Formation (type of boundaries, interesting features)
-Location
-Damage caused (depending on the natural feature given)

You can use powerpoint/Prezi or a poster-board found at the back of class. Work hard and stay focused! These scientists need YOU!
