1. How effectively does the podcast draw you in?
· Not very effective.
· I felt drawn in just a little bit.
· I was interested in the subject but could have been drawn in more.

2. How well organized and easy to follow did you find the presentation?

· The technology got in the way a little but overall was not badly used.
· Technology neither added to or detracted from this presentation (which means it was reasonably effective; i.e. I did not really notice it).
· The use of technology added a lot to this presentation; it was used very effectively.

4. How well were the problem(s) being explored, major question(s), or purpose of the study conveyed?
· Very poorly.

5. Was the content easy to follow and sufficiently detailed to explore the major questions or purpose of the study?
