Unit M: 
Oldest unit is a dark plutonic rock that was partly eroded.

Unit C: 
Biochemical rock that formed over sandstone.

Unit B: 
Dark colored extrusive rock that completely crosscuts and covers all other units.

Unit S: 
Medium grained clastic rock deposited directly over gabbro.

Course-grained clastic rock deposited over coal

  E: 
Opaque chemical sedimentary rock deposited over basalt

  F: 
River cuts partially into limestone 

  G: 
Medium grained clastic rock deposited over small-grained, high silica extrusive rock
