Assessment activity: 1) Keep a journal from first day of class of earthquake and volcanic activity for part of the planet; 2)Weekly journal report, summarizing activity during the previous week; 3) Be prepared  to present your report to the class; 4) at the end of the semester write a final report that addresses the distribution, magnitude, and frequency of event; 5) Based on your report and a reading of the other reports, choose several areas of possible concern.  Based upon a consideration of the populations of these areas, and other information, plan a geohazards program, that wouild minimize loss of life.
The assessment is designed to evaluate the ability of students to collect and interpret authentic data that is relevant to issues central to geology, such as earthquake prediction.
