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Ice Core Exercise: Instructor’s notes
I have not used this exercise for several years because I am not certain that it meets the students’ needs.  The single biggest problem is that the data are not evenly distributed with time/depth.  This is real, and is worth knowing.  However some student groups have “wasted” too much time trying to come up with an elegant way to transform the data into a common scale.
Other than that – the exercise spawned significant discussion of content and, as I recall, was a worthwhile activity.
