Description:

This is the RFB that I used when I taught the environmental geophysics course last.  It is a part of the group project used to see how well they learned to apply the knowledge gained in the course to a real-world problem.

Request for Bid
A Geophysical Survey at Hartford Farms

If successful in getting the bid, the contracted person(s) must determine the following:

· Locate buried steel tanks and a pipeline connecting them to the gasoline pumps.  Most probable location is Area A.

· Locate buried trash pile(s) near the building in the SW corner of the property (Area B).

· Depth to water table and bedrock within Area C.
All work must be done in a minimally invasive manner, with no new excavations allowed.  The attached maps and budget document may be used to plan the survey.
Total Budget is not to exceed $10,000 for labor, overhead and materials.  This includes any equipment rental, travel expenses, etc.

Bid deadline for this RFB is 9 AM on April 7, 2005

Other notes:  

1. We will leave ASAP on Friday, April 8th.  It will probably take 4 hours to get there and the park gates close at sunset, meaning that we will probably need to have stuff when we arrive.  We can stop in Florida for food and supplies.

2. We will be staying in Torreya State Park ~15 miles from Blountstown.  Total  distance above includes going to the park first.  Lodging rates are $12.84 / night / site (we have two tent sites reserved).  Total is $51.36.

3. Your bid should include a detailed budget – how many of each type of survey and estimated cost.  You need to say what you will do and how much it’s going to cost.  You also need to say what you are going to provide data and map-wise when you are done.  The estimated costs include the cost of processing, making maps, etc, but does not include modeling the data (highly recommended).
4. As far as logistics goes, don’t forget the cost of batteries (magnetometer needs 12 D-cells, gravimeter 2 AA’s; resistivity meter battery needs to be fully charged before we begin each day.
