Instructors’ Notes Groundwater Flow Model Activity
The activity requires a groundwater flow model. Set up the groundwater flow model according to the manufacturer’s directions. The model will need to be set up ~15-20 minutes before commencing the exercise. The activity lasts between 60 and 90 minutes. 

The instructor re-enforces the concepts covered in the lecture by using the model. 

- The water cycle

- Hydraulic head

- Types of aquifers

- Hydraulic conductivity

- Permeability

- Darcy's Law

- Hydraulic gradient

- Porosity

- Contamination

Students then go through the steps in the activity with guidance from the instructor. 

Note: Make sure the students consistently measure head from one reference point (i.e. datum). The reference point could be the top of the table on which the model is placed.
