	Try to put what you read in your own words
	Evaluate others explanations to compare with your own understanding
	Ask for help after you’ve made some effort on your own with no/little success

	Find other sources for confusing concepts
	Work with peers for clarification on concepts—explain to someone else something you learned to work on clarification for yourself.
	Ask for help to understand the underlying process involved.

	Use the text as a reference when trying to tie different concepts together
	Talk with peers about larger topics/concepts to integrate knowledge
	

	Read the text to make connections between concepts and underlying big ideas.  Also questioning why these concepts are true and how they relate to the larger context.
	Rotate amongst peers as “teachers” to explain concepts to peers and asking for others to clarify when unclear.
