Conducting the Field Surveys.

Projects are selected for which multiple geophysical instruments are appropriate.

Students are organized into teams of 2-4 students.  

Each team is responsible for collecting data over part of the project area with all the different instruments the class selected during the project proposal discussion.  This way all students gain experience with each piece of equipment, but each team does not have to collect data over the entire project area.  Station spacing, line spacing, profiling and/or mapping characteristics are decided on by class during project proposal.
Each team undertakes the necessary processing of the data they collect.  Thus, each team processes all the different data types but they only have to process the data from their area.
Teams pool their data so that all teams have the data from the entire project area.  

Each team uses the data set from the entire project area for modeling and interpretation for their final report.
