Explanation of individual components
Meets deadlines
Submits individual assignments on time.

Progress report #1 and #2
Evidence of progress is described clearly and substantial progress is conveyed. Addresses points noted in each Progress Report assignment.

Self-reported contributions
At the end of the project you will submit a description of your contributions to the  group’s work – which sections you worked on and how (library/internet research, field work/data collection, writing, editing, diagram design, photography).

Group review of participation
Each person in the group will fill out an evaluation for all group members. You will evaluate one another’s participation, leadership, and contributions to the group’s success.

Presentation
In the class presentations you will be evaluated on the content you present and on your presentation style (clarity of expression, professionalism).

Explanation of group components
Overall theme development
Is your theme represented in all four project categories? Is it supported with appropriate diagrams?

Additional data
Did you collect data of high quality that is relevant to your overall theme?

Landscape interactions
Do you effectively connect different elements of the landscape together, using concrete examples?

Landscape history
Do you consider different time scales in landscape development?

References to information are cited (as footnotes).

Life and the landscape
How do you communicate the roles of organisms in this landscape?
Perspectives and communication
Do you explicitly consider different perspectives or identify and develop a particular perspective? 

Poster and supporting slides design and clarity
Do your poster and supporting slides demonstrate a balance between graphical information and text? Are all figures and diagrams readable? Is there a clear pathway through your poster for a viewer to follow?
