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We are going to the wastewater treatment plant of the city of Eau Claire. Here we will be on a 45-60 min tour of the facility, where we will see firsthand how our waste water is treated.

Your assignment is to get enough information on this facility and the treatment process, that you can write up a short description of the facility and the process. This write up should include the path of the waste coming to the plant, the process the water undergoes at the plant and where it ends up. You can use your book and the internet for extra resources on the treatment process, but make sure your paper is describing the Eau Claire facility and make sure you reference information from outside sources. 
Here is a series of questions that should help you along. Most questions will probably be answered during the tour, so take note of the answers. If the answer is not given, ask! And please do come up with questions of your own.

How much water is treated?

How long does the treatment process take?

How many steps are there in the process? What are they and what happens at each?

How long does each step take?

How does the wastewater get to the plant?

Where does the treated water go afterwards?

How clean is the water after treatment? Is it drinking water quality? If not, which chemical parameters do not comply with drinking water standards?

What water is treated here, domestic and street water? 

How large is the area that is serviced?
Is this a standard wastewater treatment plant or do they have some special equipment here? If so why?
Are there types of chemicals that they can’t clean out of the water?
