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>>This is not a complicated assignment and usually I simply want my students to write an extended or detailed figure caption.  This assignment gets students looking for geological features outside of the classroom.  

>>It is imperative that students include themselves physically in their photograph.  This is for scale purposes and also to keep them from using someone else’s photo cribbed from the Internet.  

>>If a student has chosen a small feature, they are welcome to turn in two images…one that includes most of their body and the feature and then a close-up that might include a fingertip.  I have also had students turn in pictures of their feet or their ID…and I accept them both.

>>With weathering, students tend to go find definitions on line and paste them into this assignment.  If I catch plagiarism, the entire assignment is given a zero no matter how spectacular their image is.
