Expectations

Your keys to success in geology include:

•REGULAR CLASS ATTENDANCE 
•COMPLETION OF ASSIGNED READING  

Reading assignments should be completed prior to lecture.  Class lectures are dedicated to the discussion of key concepts covered in the readings and clarification of these concepts.  I have created a class web site that contains all of the Power Point class lecture notes as .ppt files.  Students have found it useful to print out the notes (six or nine slides per page) prior to class and make additional notes on them during lecture.  The URL is http://blackboard.csusb.edu.  To log in, type for your User Name: Student Identification Number (Full 9 digits), Password: Student Identification Number (Full 9 digits).  Please check the “announcements” section for updates and messages for this class.

Exams and Study Guides

Exams will be drawn primarily from lecture, but can also be drawn from your assigned readings.  Exams typically consist of about 60 questions, which are a combination of true/false and multiple choice.  The class web site “Announcements” section contains study guides for every exam in the form of sample questions and key concepts that should be thoroughly understood and mastered.  I may not ask these exact questions, but similar questions regarding the concepts addressed in these questions.  Follow the provided links for additional potential test questions.  The two-hour final is comprehensive.  The final exam typically has roughly twice as many questions as a regular exam, but you also have twice as long to take it.  

Grading

Regular exams account for 45% of your course grade, labs count for 20%, and the final exam is 35% of your grade.   Your exams will be returned with percent scores that have been curved, based on your performance on that exam relative to the rest of the class.  For your overall grade, your scores are summed and weighted as indicated above.   Your lab grade accounts for 20% of your overall grade in this course and is a very important component of this course as it is your "hands on" opportunity to get familiar with Earth materials and processes.  To emphasize the importance of lab, missing more than three labs will result in a grade of “F” for the entire course, no exceptions.  Even students that are repeating the course must attend lab.
Dropping Your Lowest Test Score and Make-up exams

No make-up exams will be given.  I will, however, drop the lowest score of your first three regular exams.  If you do miss an exam, I will drop the score of zero that you will receive for the missed exam.  It is best if you do not miss any of the regularly scheduled exams.

Unfortunately, it has become apparent that it is necessary to state my cheating policy.  Cheating, in any form, in lecture or in lab, is not tolerated in this course.
