Paleobiology Database (PBDB) Historical Geology Laboratory Activity Instructors Notes
This activity was designed for use in labs taught by graduate teaching assistants who are not at all familiar with the PBDB.  As such, there are very clear directions for the students to follow.  However, it would be wise to check the directions every semester this lab is used because the PBDB does change.  

Sometimes the PBDB server can be overloaded if too many people are downloading data at the same time.  This is especially a problem when creating the maps.  There are now two mirror servers that can be reached from the info tab on the main page, or the links below:
