CONSULTING SESSION

Meeting will take place with groups for half an hour. You should be prepared to answer questions about your opinions concerning depositional processes, paleoenvironments, and depositional history.

Guidelines For Discussion:

1. For any facies the most fundamental question is: Marine or nonmarine? Do this for each facies.  

2. Think carefully about the sedimentary structures and styles of bedding to help constrain aspects of the ancient depositional environment. Which sedimentary structures are more (and less) diagnostic of particular environments? Do this for each facies. 

3. Then look at adjacent facies and attempt to order them in terms of proximal to distal (close to, or far from, the source of sediment and/or distance from shoreline/water depth). Do this for each facies.

4. Focus carefully on each of the facies transitions. Are they gradational or sharp? Are they conformable or disconformable? Is there potential for erosion at these facies transitions? Do this for each facies.

5. Summarize the depositional history by looking at the big picture: the large-scale stratigraphic changes.
