Here I submit a modification of the questions and standards for critical thinking (Paul and Elder, 2001) to meet the Critical Reflection function and service learning goals. The questions are intended for the students as a guide to the organization of a self reflective assignment.
	Critical Thinking Standard

	Clarity 
	· Did I give an example?
· If I were to describe this to a 10 year old or to somebody who does not know about it, would I add more details for to make myself understood?


	Accuracy 
	· How do I know that? 

· What are the sources of my knowledge? 

· Where the thought / idea did came from?

· How can I verify or test what I think is true?



	Relevance 
	· How does that relate to the issue discussed?

· Can this help understand better the issue discussed?

	Depth 
	· What are some of the complexities of the question or issue I described?

· What would it take for this to happen? 

· Would this be difficult/easy to do? How so?

· How does what I said address the complexities?



	Breadth 
	· Is there another way to look at this issue?
How would this look like from the perspective of … (my peers /partner/ community etc)?

· Are these alternative interpretations helpful to consider? Why?

	Logic 
	· Does what I said at the beginning fit with what I concluded at the end? 

· Do my conclusions match the evidence that I have presented?" 
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
