Working Group Charge

· Seek out and collect existing exemplary resources from workshop participants and colleagues who do not attend the workshop and make sure that they are added to the on-line Teaching Structural Geology Resource Collections.

· Establish and carry out a strategy for testing and reviewing on-line materials.

· Decide what the working group wants to accomplish beyond collecting and evaluating existing resources.

· Plan and carry out a post-workshop strategy for collecting additional existing resources and developing new ones. Assign specific tasks to working group members.
· Encourage those with exemplary materials and ideas (both workshop participants and others) to submit abstracts for the GSA meeting in Denver for topical session #123, Teaching Structural Geology in the 21st Century. The abstract deadline is July 13 and must be submitted on line at
