EnvSc 210: Issues in Environmental Science

Term Project (accounts for 30% of course grade)

This will deal with an emerging but serious issue arising out of lack of proper management of pharmaceuticals and personal care products (PPCPs) and its potential impact on the ecosystem.  Not much has been done by way of formulating laws and rules to regulate this category of waste.  The purpose of the project is to gain an understanding of the sources, quantity, pathways and fate of PPCPs with the final objective of preparing a brief and a letter to state legislators urging them to develop legislations for proper management of PPCPs in Missouri.  

The project will require literature research involving printed reports, books available at The Linda Hall and UMKC Miller Nichols libraries.  Use of internet to gather reliable information/data is encouraged but all sources must be properly cited in the ‘Reference List’ that should be part of the written project report.

You’ll work in teams of six individuals and will select a team co-coordinator who will be asked to maintain a record of all meetings, individual assignments; time spent on the project work and related details.  This log will be submitted with the project report.  Individual team member’s grade will be based on: (1) the report (combined work of the team) and (2) the project record.

Report Format and Style

The following guidelines should be used for preparation of your report.

· Length (excluding reference list) should not exceed four pages (typed double spaced, 12 point, Times or similar font)

· The report should have a cover sheet, an abstract, and should be organized into headings and sub-headings

· A complete list of reference used should be included at the end of the report. 

· Use the following style for listing the reference in your report:

Cite references to published literature in the text by author(s) and date. For example: (Garrison, 1991); or (Johnson and Smith, 2004), or (Synder, et al., 1968).  Do not use a numbering system.  List all references in alphabetical order in the LIST OF REFERENCES at the end of the report.  Give complete title of the work and/or the source of information along with the date. Use the citation style shown below:
