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1) Understand the functions of pie chart, line graphs and bar graphs.
2) Know when to use each kind of chart (i.e. a line graph is for change over time and a pie graph shows the makeup of a group).
3) Explain the link between the statistic and argument. (I'm not teaching my students his name, but Toulmin's idea of Thesis, Data, Warrant is important here.)
4) Use a statistic to back-up the argument.  (I won't be assessing this on the final exam--this will be in the persuasive speech).
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
