Students will investigate the legal and socio-economic conditions of crime and the court system in early eighteenth-century London by conducting statistical searches in the Old Bailey Online, which provides quantitative evidence about indictments, verdicts, punishments, defendants, victims, etc.

 

 (b) thinking and other skills:

 

Students will formulate a series of search queries for primary research in the Old Bailey Online criminal court archive; students will analyze their data and apply it to the interpretation of literary accounts of 18c crime.

 

(c) attitudes, values, dispositions and habits of mind:


Students will appreciate the value of quantitative evidence in the interpretation of literary works and the historical investigation of the past, and assess its usefulness in relation to narrative/qualitative evidence.
