[bookmark: _GoBack]QR Learning Goals: Introduction to Corrections (CRJ 23)
I want to implement QR/QL learning into my Introduction to Corrections course (CRJ23). This is considered an “upper level” course since CRJ 11 (Introduction to Criminal Justice) is the pre-requisite.
Assignment for QR/QL Learning Goals: I require my CRJ 23 students to complete a research proposal and present their projects on posterboard at the end of the semester.  The students complete eight scaffolded assignments: 1. Topic, 2. Annotated Bibliography, 3. Introduction, 4. Literature Review, 5. Methodology (with instruments), 6. Results (optional/extra credit), 7. Discussion & Limitations, and 8. Conclusion.
I initially geared these goals for the annotated bibliography, but based on the comments from Kathy, Sarah, and Esther, I am revising the goals. I think to prepare students for the research proposal/project, I can have student all read one journal article and we walk through the QR/QL assignment and develop the necessary skills (read article for HW and complete an in-class assignment).
Ideally, I would like students leaving CRJ 23 to have the following QR skills: 1) Confidence with Mathematics, 2) Interpreting data, 3) Logical Thinking, and 4) Making Decisions.
QR Learning Goals:

· Knowledge and conceptual understanding: Students will be able to correctly interpret graphs, charts, and tables, and summarize the data presented in a selected journal article.
· Thinking and other skills: Students will select and explain relevant data to support an argument/point from the selected journal article.
· Attitudes, values, dispositions and habits of mind: Students will be comfortable communicating (in writing or speaking) about numbers, percentages, and/or rates from the graphs, charts, or tables from the selected journal article. Ideally, students will be able to appreciate and appropriately use evidence (numbers/percentages/rates) to support a point and use the data (numbers/percentages/rates) in their everyday lives.
