Part I: Lecture about comparing the Juvenile Justice System to the Criminal Justice system with a focus on punishment. 

Part II: In-Class. Students will answer the following information in class (low-stakes writing assignment) before watching the video:

1. What do you think are the best deterrents to keep youth from offending or reoffending?

2. What is a zero tolerance policy? Does your school have one? Do you think it is an effective way to create a successful school environment? What are the positives and/or negatives of this approach?

3. Do you think that harsh punishment for even small infractions is a good way to deter young people from committing more serious crimes? Explain why or why not.

4. Do you think that once kids get in trouble with the law they will get in trouble again through adolescence and into adulthood? Explain why or why not.

Part III: In-Class. Students watch video in-class (low-stakes writing assignment).
1. Students will watch a PBS FRONTLINE video: https://ny.pbslearningmedia.org/resource/fl32-soc-psjuvexperts/prison-state-school-to-prison-pipeline/#.WljtMainEdU.
2. Students will work in groups of three (3) to discuss the following questions:

a. How does the perception that, in high poverty areas, “whether you follow the rules or you don’t, you are going to jail” affects children in these communities? In particular, how would it impact their approach to school, personal safety, and connections with other people inside and outside their community?

b. What is the impact on children when someone in their family or neighborhood is incarcerated?

c. Discuss the advantages and disadvantages of zero tolerance policies on juveniles, the schools they go to, and the communities in which they live. Do you feel they are effective overall? Why or why not?

d. Research indicates that when a juvenile becomes involved in the juvenile justice system, he or she is more likely to be involved again in adulthood. Why do you think this is the case? What effect do you think this has on young juveniles who become involved in the system? Do you think anything can break this cycle?
