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After revising original assignments/assessments, I have reformulated QR learning goals.
· Knowledge and understanding of tables & graphs: Students will be able to distinguish tables and graphs and will be able to interpret and summarize data presented in both formats. Two assignments have been completed during the semesters and were graded using rubrics (attached).
· Thinking, analytical & writing skills: Students will be able to explain in writing descriptive statistical data (percentages & frequencies) presented in tables and basic graphs.
· Attitudes, values, dispositions and habits of mind:  Students will learn basic analytical and quantitative skills and will be able to communicate in writing how percentages and frequencies are used in academic works. In addition, they will develop essential quantitative skills to understand what proportions are and what is percent analysis. Students will assess the importance of quantitative skills for sociological interpretations and explanation of social phenomena.
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
