Question one: What kind of chart or graph(s) would best represent this data and why? (Please be specific)
2 students: 2 line graph or line graph with double-Y axis
15 students chose line graph (however, many of these created a key that accounted for the millions/billions difference)
5 students said bar graph
1 student misread the question (said “video game data”)
Overall, I’m comfortable with this. Bar graph isn’t wrong, it just isn’t the best choice. No one said a pie chart! While I initially thought that this should have 2 line graphs or a double-Y axis, many students used a key to effectively note the million/billion difference.10 students mentioned time as the reason to use a pie chart. Other students said comparison or didn’t give reason. This may need to be emphasized more.


Please draw that and clearly label all parts
10 students had two charts, a double axis, or a key that accounted for the millions/billions difference in the Y axis measurement
7 students correctly charted both data sets but made no differentiation between millions and billions
1 student incorrectly read the data and showed a correlation, rather than an inverse correlation3 students only charted 1 element
2 students set up the chart correctly (with time on the x axis) but didn’t fill in the data
Conclusion: I’m uncertain. Should I bold millions and billions? In an exam setting, is it easy to overlook that?  I think overall, this is pretty good if I can get students to include that
Please write a thesis for a speech that incorporates all this data
16 students did a great job here, correctly summarizing the data, arguing there is no correlation between the two, but not going beyond the data: "Violent crimes is not produced by video games because data shows that throughout the late 20th century and early 21st century the violent crimes were decreasing while the video games increased.
4 students went beyond the data to draw causative effects: "Video games could help in the reduction of violent crimes. Based on this data it can be said that as more video games have been sold, incidents of violent crimes have decreased"
2 students incorrectly said both had increased or decreased in tandem
1 student only accounted for one data point
Control questions
I added a question on median and mode.  We covered this quickly in class, the day we went over the textbook reading that included it, but I didn’t focus on this.
8 students got both questions correct,
1 student correctly identified mode and everyone else got it wrong or left it blank
I think median probably should be covered more, but I think the difference shows that the worksheet and speech did make a difference in students’ comprehension. 
Moving Forward
For me, I think this assignment was successful.
I had a high drop-out rate this semester. I think it was other variables, but I’m going back to last fall’s syllabus and will only change the textbook from last fall to this fall (switched to an OER, which is not as good as the book we were paying for and has less on-line tools)
I think I need to emphasize Median more. 
I may drop percentage change, mode and double-Y axis.
