I also had a suggestion about the rubric, as this was not so clear to me. I suggest that you since you have 2 one-point parts to each rubric, that you use that scale for each of the *three* components of the reponses for each question, so really the rubric would be worth 6 points for each question, so 18 points in total. That will help you so you don't have to worry in cases in which the student gives two good reponses to a question and one that makes no sense, etc.
