Atlantic Slave Trade Assignment
Pre-research freewrite: what do you already know about the Slave trade? What do you want to know?
In this assignment you will uncover information about the slave trade that brought millions of Africans out of Africa and into the Americas. You will be able to connect this information to other things you have learned about American history and to form some understanding of the scale of the trade how it changed over time. When you complete this assignment you should have further questions about the slave trade. Your questions will guide our next assignment.

(b) Relating to thinking and other skills:
You will translate numerical data into description of historical events
(c) Relating to attitudes, values, dispositions and habits of mind?
