Function, Domain and Range from Graphs(New Topic - Revised)
Goal 1: Knowledge and Conceptual Understanding
Students will learn to use graphical representations of functions to determine the domain and range of a function. Students will develop the habit of critically reading graphs from newspaper articles, magazine articles, advertisements and so on, paying particular attention to the variables on each axis, the units of measurement, and the location of the origin.
Goal 2: Thinking and Other Skills learning goal
1. Students will be able to explain what graphs are describing.
2. They will also be able to explain the meaning of domain and range for the graph under consideration.
3. Students will be able to explain the relationships among the concepts of domain and range of a function, dependent and independent variables.
Goal 3: Attitudes, Values, Dispositions and Habits of Mind
1. Students will identify patterns on the graph and provide a list of possible reasons for the patterns. Such patterns may include increasing, decreasing, trends, cycles, seasonality etc.
2. Students will be able to recorgnize the presence of functions in their daily activities.
3. In addition I want my students to be comfortable in recorgnizing dependent and independent variables, the location of the origin (zero based or not) as they interact with data or encounter graphs from newspapers, websites, advertisements and so on. They should also be able to explain the context in which these terms are used in the graphs they are reading.
