I gave the QR assignment in February and May. The assignments were similar in format; however, the data was different. Based on the data, the students had better responses to the analysis in May than they had in February. In addition, I had given them two other QR assignments between February and May, which could account for the improvement in the scores. Also, since the course section is writing intensive, their having to complete writing assignments, might have made them more conscious of expressing themselves with their writing.
As to the effectiveness in measuring the instructional activities, the instrument was effective in measuring objective questions. I still have to work on the analytical and reflection rubrics to make sure that the instrument measures the instructional activities clearer and more precisely.
Since I have the summer to work on the QR assignments as well as rubrics and assessment instrument, I will refine the assignments including the series of QR assignments. This was a very good beginning. However, the assignments need  to be more challenging. I am enrolled in a financial literacy workshop for a week in July, and I know that I will have material that I can use in the QR assignments.
I never asked the students for their input into the assignments. I did ask them for their opinion as to their preference of writing over working with numbers at the beginning and end of the semester. Some of the students were more open to working with numbers at the end of the semester than at the beginning of the semester, which was very good. Again, I need to ask them specifically, which I intend to do at the end of the fall 2018 semester.
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
