Campus Ecology, Spring 2011
Energy and resource flows remains largely invisible to the campus community.  For most people, water comes from the tap, lights turn on with a switch, food appears in the dining hall, and trash disappears at night.  This assignment makes these invisible energy and resource flows visible.  

The goals of this project are to: 

· Research a resource flow on campus

· Communicate information about the magnitude and importance of this resource flow

Description of the project: 

You will educate the campus community about the magnitude and importance of one resource flow across the campus. The educational activities will be installed during Earth Week, 2011 and remain throughout the week. 

Research the source of one of the energy or resource flows across the campus. Where does it originate?  How does it get here? How is it used here? For what purpose is it used? Where does it leave the campus? What happens to it when it leaves our campus?  How much is used on the campus?  What comparisons can be made to put the magnitude in context? 

Next, decide on how you will communicate about this resource flow? What information will gain the attention of the campus community? What areas on campus would be the best locations for educating the campus community about this resource flow? What form will your project take?
