Pair Lesson Plan & Teaching 

Lesson plan requirements (note: you DO NOT need to deliver these in any particular order):

· Familiarize the class with vocabulary and references from the chapter necessary for understanding its central ideas.
· Provide a numbered outline of the main ideas in the chapter. Note: this outline won’t necessarily follow the exact organization of the chapter.  The most sophisticated arguments interweave ideas and evidence.  You might find the “main idea” in the middle of the chapter instead of at the end of the first paragraph. (This activity is similar to what you did with Shlain’s thesis, though it won’t be nearly as complex.)
· Read passages from the chapter aloud to the class and engage with those passages in some meaningful way. You won’t have time to engage everything in the chapter deeply, so choose what you think is most important.
· Provide at least one piece of supplementary material or an activity that will aid in understanding (this might include an activity that you ask the class to engage in).
· In the spirit of the technologies we are studying, you are free to reference anything at your disposal, from your mom to Sparknotes.  Just provide a list of your sources and don’t plagiarize. 

Notes:
· All group members must contribute roughly equally to the delivery of the lesson.
· Your lesson must be a minimum of 15 minutes.  If you feel you will go over 20, consult with me first.  We will go in order of the chapters.
· Provide me with copies of all materials you use for the presentation. You might do this by sharing electronically, or providing printed copies. (It’s smart to have a hard-copy backup anytime you run the show anyway, because you will one day need it, guaranteed.)

Graded components:
· Individual reading response
· What are the main ideas of this chapter?
· If you had to pick one passage to focus on when discussing the main ideas of this chapter, what passage would it be and why?
· What do you need to learn more about to better understand this chapter?
· What ideas do you have right now for how you might help your peers better understand this chapter?
· Group grade
· For the quality of your lesson: prepared, accurate, engaging, educational

· Individual grade
· For your own performance in delivering the lesson: prepared, confident posture, 
audible & clear, engaging eye contact & interaction with students
