For Winter Quarter, you will engage in a service element in the community as part of the work for the program.  Service Learning is an important way to learn in hands-on settings, and to apply theory to practice.  It is heavily emphasized at The Evergreen State College, but is also an important part of college learning all across the country.

· If you have not done so already, you may start with a visit to the Center for Community Based Learning and Action (CCBLA).  They are located in Sem II E2123, phone (360) 867-6137 

· You are to select an organization from a list of possibilities at the CCBLA office.  They can help to guide you depending on your interests, etc.  

· You may want to partner up with other students in the class, so that a team of you are possibly sharing rides and experiences at your service site.

· You are to budget time to work at your place of service every week.  Although Thursday afternoons are set aside for this, we also do not meet on Mondays or Friday afternoons.  You may also schedule service time on weekends.

· We expect a total minimum of 60 hours service by the end of the quarter.  You will document your weekly service in the service logs posted on the moodle site.  Record as much detail as possible, for a full picture of your work.  Print for your portfolio.

· There will be opportunity every week to talk about your service experiences and integrate them with the other work of the program.

Most people who participate in service opportunities find that they receive at least as much as they give in terms of learning, positive experiences working with others, and giving of our time and resources for the good of others.  We hope this is true for you as well!  The deliverable for your service work at the end of the term will be your service logs in your portfolio.
