Rubric for Mashups/KMZ Files UBRIC 

The following rubric can be used during peer-review sessions; it was developed for use in assessing the success of the mashups, based on the Peninsula College English Department writing rubric:

1.
Clear, unifying presentation: Viewers can identify the main idea(s) in individual paragraphs and within the bubbles that are created.

2.
Coherent, logical organization: Each of the spatially-referenced pop up balloons has a specific purpose. Within those balloons, the ideas are presented logically and the links are up to date and pertinent for the areas chosen.

3.
Complete, interesting development: The ideas in the composition (mashup) move out of conventional ruts and teach the reader something, are creative, thought-provoking, and useful.

4.
Correct grammar and mechanics: Formatting (MLA, APA, and so on) is accurate and has been proofread for errors.

5.    Creative effort: A voice speaks through the prose.  The approach is original and shows evidence of risk taking.
