Biology 100 Poster Project – Toxins in our Environment
You will work in a group and will research a topic related to toxins and present it to the class. To receive full credit for this project, you be present and arrive on time on the day your presentation and stay for all presentations.

Why Research
· Research teaches methods of discovery beyond reading and often incorporates field studies, interviews and experiments.

· Research teaches investigative skills--important methods for gaining knowledge on a complex topic.

· Research teaches critical thinking--discriminating between useful information and unsupported comments.

Specific Tasks/Requirements

1. Submit a draft of poster with a list of topics and a drawing showing the proposed layout of your poster. (5 points)
2. Submit an agreement among group members as to how the work will be divided. (5 points)
3. Allow approximately 10-15 minutes for your group presentation. You must complete at least one “dress rehearsal” with your group before the day of the presentation to ensure that you are able to complete your presentation in the time allotted.  Each individual is responsible for contributing to the project and participating in the presentation, but not everyone needs to talk.         

 (60 points – 40 from teacher and 20 from students) 
4. Each group is required to submit an annotated bibliography* using the Modern Language Association (MLA) style on your poster. Your poster bibliography should include a at least 6 best sources on the poster and: (15 points)
· 2 periodical articles (at least two journal articles) from online databases such as EBSCOhost, ProQuest

· 2 educational Internet sites

· 1 book

· 1 source of your choice


You may attach an additional sheet to record other sources, on the back of the poster.

Each group is required to submit an evaluation form for one of their Internet sources. The Web Evaluation Checklist will be provided later.  (10 points).
6. Each person is required to submit an evaluation of the Group Process.

7. Poster outline
a. Writing - should be in your own words, brief and clear. You should have:

Introduction – why did you choose your particular topic, description of problem, pros and cons of the toxin(s) in question (explain why it is used and what is harmful about the toxin. 

Solution – present solutions that would be useful to the average student.

Bibliography – see instructions above.  
b. Pictures, graphs, diagrams - should be clear and highlight your main points. Imagine that you are trying to get someone’s  attention as they walk past your poster.

6. Each person is required to submit an evaluation of the poster presentations.  Handouts will be given in class on the day of the presentation.

A bibliography is a list of the sources you find on your topic. The purpose of writing a bibliography is to give credit to the creator of the work, at the same time allow others to fully utilize the information you have provided. 

You will be evaluated and graded based on the quality, relevance, and accuracy of citing sources.

An annotated bibliography is a bibliography followed by a descriptive and evaluative paragraph called annotation. The purpose of annotation is to describe and evaluate the usefulness, relevance, accuracy and quality of the sources cited. The evaluation element is an integral part of an annotation.
