Day 1 Group Exercise:

Create a concept map that shows the many factors that affect the spread of malaria.
Today your group will learn about malaria by reading the materials presented and then make a concept map that shows the factors and the interconnections that affect the distribution of malaria.

Instructions:

1) To learn about malaria it is recommended that you “divide and conquer”. Distribute the readings among group members and have each member read and then briefly summarize what they have learned to the other group members.

2) Use the large piece of construction paper as the background for your group’s concept map that shows the connections between the factors that contribute the distribution of malaria. To help your group get started, you will be given cards with some of the concepts that should be on your map. You will also be given some blank cards for other concepts/terms you believe are important. Remember to connect the concepts to each other with arrows and a brief phrase that explains the relationship between the concepts. Arrows must connect concepts and not other arrows.

3) Save a copy of your final concept map by copying it onto a transparency. You will use your concept map as the starting point for our next exercise.

4) Be ready to describe your concept map to the rest of the class.
