Observations and Analysis

In the next step in the sequence, students research the chemicals in their own personal care products to help them see the relevance of the issue to their own lives. The assignment is an in-class computer lab activity but could easily be revised into two parts—with the research happening as homework and the sharing of their findings during class discussion.

Directions

1. Observe: Brainstorm a list of hygiene/ beauty products you use.  

2. Research: Go online and find contents labels for as many of these products as you can. (Homework option: review the labels of these products)

3. Make Connections: Compare the contents of these products with the chemicals listed on “Dirty Dozen” handout or use the Skin Deep database to learn about the chemical content of these products. What did you find? 

4. Enter Dialogue: Share your findings in small groups (of 2-3)
5. Whole class discussion: What did you find? What are your first impressions? What questions do you have?
