Research/Annotated Bibliography  
Overview:  This week’s mission is to do primary and secondary research to become familiar with your community organization and better understand how it’s working to improve the resilience of our community. 

Primary Research:  You’ll want to begin by checking out the website for your organization and any other information you can find about it online.  Refer to the Team Project assignment sheet for the information you’ll need to present to the class.   Begin making a list of  follow-up questions you want to ask to  include in the Interview questions –more on this next week.   

Secondary Research: As the instructions stated, you’ll need to research an issue that affects your community organization. Start by finding  10-15 sources, then narrow those  down to the best  8 – 10 sources, using the criteria for evaluating sources  you learn from the research librarian. Once you decide which sources are most credible, you’ll annotate the list so you can keep track of what you have.  It’s also a good way to share information with your classmates. 
Sample Annotation:   Be sure you copy  all the bibliographic information you need to list the source in Works Cited (author, title, book, publisher, year, depending on the source).   You can refer to the OWL website for a list of the different Works Cited formats for MLA.  Then write 1-2 sentences summarizing the kind of information in this source.  Here’s an example: 

Ervin, Keith.  “A Life in Our Hands.”  A Forest of Voices:  Conversations in Ecology ,  Ed. Chris Anderson and Lex Runciman,  Mayfield, 2000.     This article was published in 1989 in Fragile Majesty:  The Battle for North America’s Last Great Forest and contains information on old growth forest ecosystems and how they are being affected by logging. Good overview of the issues.
