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Second Workshop on Virtues
Text: Aristotle, Nicomachean Ethics, Book III.5 through Book V. 

Time:30 minutes

Join with the same group you worked with for the first workshop on virtues. 

III. Aristotle’s List (30 minutes)
1. As a group, review Aristotle’s virtues, as he discusses them in Book III.5 through Book V (include justice, even though we didn’t read much of this book). Consider the length of Aristotle’s discussion of each virtue to be a measure of his judgment of its importance. The order is indicative too (but his longest discussion is of justice, which occurs last). 

2. Make a list of Aristotle’s virtues, in order of importance. 

3. As you did with your group list, discuss the sort of person that Aristotle’s list describes. What sort of a life could a person with these virtues have? 

4. Compare Aristotle’s list to your group list. Which virtues are on both lists? Which virtues are on one but not the other? What about the order of importance — are some virtues much more important on one list than the other? 

5. Discuss the difference between the virtuous person that Aristotle’s list describes and the virtuous person that your group’s list describes. Sum up this difference in one or two sentences. 

Choose a member of the group to present your poster and to present your summary judgment about the difference between your group’s virtuous person and Aristotle’s.
