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Team Project: Exploring our Community’s Resilience
You’ll have the opportunity to practice your research skills by learning about a local organization that’s helping to make our community more resilient. At least one of you will provide service to that organization and attend one of its meetings. Finally, you’ll present the information you learned to the class in a Team Presentation so that we’ll all be aware of the many resources in our community.  
We’ll form 5 teams of 4 students each to learn about each  of the community organizations listed below: 

· North Olympic Salmon Coalition (NOSC) 

· Jefferson Land Trust 

· 20/20:  Energy, Transportation, Beyond Waste 

· Port Townsend Marine Science Center 
· Finn River Farm: A sustainably-run farm that’s received Corporation B status
Once you’ve formed your team, you’ll have four tasks to complete:  
1) Primary research:  You’ll conduct research on your organization’s website to find out the following information: 1) brief history of organization 2) mission and goals  3) community outreach efforts 4) funding.  This will enable you to conduct an interview with one of the staff members—we’ll go over how to do an interview in class.  Ideally, this interview will be in person, but if necessary, email interviews will also be allowed.   

2)Secondary research on issue related to your organization’s mission:   We’ll have a presentation from a librarian at Peninsula College to provide an overview of research databases, then you’ll continue researching on your own, coming up with a total of 8 - 10 credible sources, including a variety of media—more on this in class. 
3) Participate in a meeting OR service project:  At least one of your members will attend a meeting or service project so that you can report on that experience. 
4) Give a Team Presentation:  Your team will give a 20 minute presentation, summarizing the organization you researched, your research on the issue, and your service experience.  (In class, we’ll  talk about the specific format of the presentation).  You’ll also need to submit a Team Outline and Annotated Bibliography (which lists the sources for your research in correct MLA form).
