In 1990, the US Congress passed the Crime Awareness and Campus Security Act (aka Clery Act), requiring that all postsecondary institutions “disclose campus crime statistics and security information.” In part, the Act requires “that crime data are collected, reported, and disseminated.” The Department of Education’s handbook for campuses explains that institutions are “required to keep some campus records and to request records from law enforcement agencies: you must keep records of crimes reported to campus security authorities; your institution must also make a reasonable good-faith effort to obtain certain crime statistics from appropriate law enforcement agencies to include in an annual security report…; and if your institution maintains a campus police or security office, you are required to keep a daily crime log that must be open to publis inspection” (4). This information is submitted to the Department of Education and published as an annual security report. Using information you have learned about ways to measure crime and other relevant course material, consider how well the Act can meet the following goal. “The Act is intended to provide students and their families, as higher education consumers, with accurate, complete, and timely information about safety on campus so that they can make informed decisions” (3).
