Step 3:
 Effect of Sample Bias in the Interpretation of FOs and LOs 
The geologic record is fraught with biases.  We will examine one of these, the number of samples in each time interval. 

1. In Search Menu under Neptune, select Samples by Age.

2. Enter the time range 0-30 and click on Submit
3. Scroll to View the Sample Distribution in Neptune By Age chart for this dataset and Select.
4. Copy and paste the figure into your report. 
Answer the following questions:

1. How does the number of samples available vary with age in the Miocene?
2. What might cause the observed trend?

3. How would a greater number of samples in an age interval affect the ages of FOs? Of LOs?

4. Some species are more resistant to dissolution than others.  How would a susceptibility to dissolution affect the determination of FOs? Of LOs?
