1) Briefly describe protocol for McGee transects

3) Make a graph of Shannon diversity index across the five transect locations (make sure to label axes!!)

4) Make a rank-abundance curve for your group’s McGee Creek transect (make sure to label axes!!)

5) Make a table of the density per m2 of the species in your group’s transect.

6) Synthesis - think about your observations of the features of the McGee Creek moraine in concert with the data you presented above.
- In a couple sentences, describe any apparent patterns in the data (e.g., does the crest consistently have greater/lower species richness and/or diversity? Is one face of the moraine consistently more species rich or diverse than the other?
	- Hypothesize in what ways this moraine’s geologic history, orientation, or other factors may affect the plant species richness and diversity between transect locations.
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
