The Data Analysis Phase: Back in the office 
Outline our workflow.  What is our order of operations?






What are our final data products?






What are your initial impressions of the data?  Excitement?  Concerns?


The Data Interpretation Phase: Evaluating our objectives
Apply the collected data to our objectives.  What did we learn?








Which of our objectives were difficult to fulfill?  What could we do to address them in the future?
