Using the Canon Camera Hack for SfM

[bookmark: _GoBack]It is possible to load software onto a camera memory cards so Canon Point&Shoot cameras (not DSLR) can be controlled in ways more helpful for doing SfM surveys.

1. Info on Canon Hack Development Kit (where the below info came from) http://chdk.wikia.com/wiki/CHDK_User_Manual 
2. Memory card specific hack
a. If you want to duplicate to another card, follow instructors on http://zenoshrdlu.com/stick/stick.html 
3. Turn on using Play button (blue triangle) – every time you turn it on, you need to reload “new” software
a. Hit “Menu” button
b. Scroll down to “Firm Update” > Func Set > Ok
c. Canon Hacker logo should show for a second
4. To change elements with the Hacker
a. Hit play very quickly and “alt” will show
b. Hit “menu” button – to bring up the main menu
c. Cursor down to “script” > Func set
d. Top option is “load script from file” > func set
e. Select “INTERVAL.BAS” > func set
f. Exit menu screen by hitting “menu”
5. Stop shooting by exiting “alt” by hitting “Play” button quickly again
a. You can restart shooting again anytime until camera turns off by hitting “alt” again
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
