Expertise/roles for Part B and C of Unit 1

Member 1: Online search to find information related to the study area, including the name of the city, county name, demographics and a location map (google map) or something similar. Create one/two slides with this information. <Skills: internet browsing, powerpoint>
Member 2: gets the AHPS image for the gauge that shows the action and flood stage. Creates one slide with this information. <Skills: internet browsing, navigating an online portal zoom-in/zoom-out an online map, powerpoint>
Member 3: Gets USGS daily and peak flow series, plots the data in MS Excel, get the flood stage from Member 2 and determines return period for the corresponding flow(s). Create one slide with this information. <Skills: Obtain data from USGS website (tutorial provided), MS Excel (tutorial provided), hydrologic analysis, powerpoint>
Member 4: Obtain FEMA floodplain map for the area and create a map in GIS. Create one slide with this information. <Skill: Internet browsing to get FEMA map (tutorial provided), ArcMap (tutorial provided) or any GIS software>
Member 5: Find information on recent floods for the county, get information related to any damages from this flood, find information on what the county or city has done in terms of floodplain management, etc., and what other strategies the city or county can use to manage future floods.  summarize this information in one or two slides. <Skill: internet browsing, powerpoint>
All members or Member 6: get all the slides and put them together, create one or two slides to provide a summary of what you learned about this area, its flooding situation and if you found anything surprising or new that you did not know before. If Member 6 is responsible for this, he/she will work or consult with all members to prepare this information. <Skills: critical thinking, powerpoint, working with people>
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
