	Confidence is ranked and indicates how it changed with more information/data
	Confidence is ranked but doesn’t indicate how it changed

	2. What type(s) of data were most useful in determining your alert level rating? Explain why. What type(s) of data were less useful in determining your alert level rating? Explain why.
	Accurately identifies which data are most and least useful with clear justification (e.g., seismic provided the most responsive data; or GPS required more time to see trends; or LiDAR was useful for dome growth, but not prior to late September 2004).
	Accurately identifies most useful data, but not least useful (or vice versa) OR has some aspects of what is useful data and what is not useful

	3. What other data would you want to increase your confidence (remind them of the list of information compiled at the beginning of class discussion)?
	Answers vary, but describe useful data for actual pre-volcanic eruption activity (e.g., gas output, visual/camera monitoring, tilt)
	Answers vary but may relate to volcanoes as a whole, but not to pre-eruptive behavior (e.g., lava flowing)

	4. Student Questions

	5. How does your eruption alert level compare with what actually happened? What aspects are similar or different from what you expected?
	Accurately compares their prediction to what actually happened (what their prediction was isn’t as important as accurately describing what did happen) and answers the question of what was similar or different.
	Compares their prediction, but does not describe what actually happened and/or does not answer what was similar or different.
