UPDATING GPS DATA VIA UNAVCO WEBSITE

Updating GPS data (previously called Plate Boundary Observatory, changed to Network of the Americas in 2018):
· Network Status Page is found on the UNAVCO website:
https://www.unavco.org/instrumentation/networks/status/all  
· Navigate to the station of interest via the map and click on the icon or find the station name in the table lower on the page.
· Click the station ID link. This will take you to the station page.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]In the Station Data box (roughly in the middle of the page), click the “NAM14_CSV” link. This is the file that has daily positions in the North American 2014 Reference Frame in ascii format.
· Save the file as a .csv file and open from within Excel (“delimited” “tab”). You can paste in the more recent data to the existing student data spreadsheet.
· NOTE: if in the future the reference frame changes (ex. NAM20_CSV), than you will want to replace all the data from the earliest time in the spreadsheets. This may slightly change the numbers but should not lead to significantly different results in the calculations.

You can also use this process to find stations in your area that were not included in the actual exercise (easier to do in the western US than eastern).
