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—Directions and Advice for Instructors

Directions and Advice
-For success with the game, it is crucial for most students to have completed the pre-game reading and homework. Players will find it challenging to answer many questions without having completed the reading and homework, and the game will take significantly longer.

- Maka‘u Pele is more fun to play when the players at each board are closely matched and can all answer some questions and move around the board to keep it a close, competitive game. The fun and excitement increases when all of the players move around the northern part of the Big Island and down the final stretch so they each have a chance of winning. For this to be likely, they will all need to have done the reading and homework. If there are players who are unprepared (who have not completed the homework), they probably should be grouped together in one or two games. The instructor can serve as judge if players have questions if their answer is acceptable.
-Game boards may have to be taped to tables or flattened if they are printed on rolled up poster paper. Game card questions are handled best if they are placed in little cardboard trays, so they stand upright and can easily be shuffled to the back of the stack after being used. The Maka‘u Pele Game Questions.pdf file has about 150 selected questions to be printed on 8.5x11” paper, folded, glued and cut to easily make a set of cards for each game board. This should be enough for playing the game one time, unless players have not read the Pre-game reading and can’t answer most questions. There are >300 total questions in the Maka'u Pele Master Q&A File (2018).xls file that can be used. 

-Printing of materials:
1) Print ONE game board (30”x30” pdf) per group of four. [Maka‘u Pele gameboard.pdf]
2) Print ONE set of game questions per group of four. [Maka‘u Pele Game Questions.pdf]
3) Print ONE set of hazard cards per group of four. (Insert the 7 hazard cards randomly within each set of game question cards.)

4) Print ONE instruction page for each player of the game. [Instructions_Learning Game_Big Island.docx]
5) Printing ONE copy of the Pre-game reading and homework questions for each player of the game, to be completed prior to the game activity, improves the retention of the reading and success of the game. [MakauPele_Learning game_reading.pdf] and [HW on Pre-game reading.docx]

-Game materials:
1) ONE game piece is necessary for each player to move around the game board. Any little game pieces, pebbles or minerals work well.
2) Each game board requires about 200-250 chips for wagering in the game activity. Bags of 1000 small plastic chips can be easily purchased.

-Announcing there are prizes for the winners of each game increases the level of competitiveness and fun for each game. Food or drink prizes, or something else, work well as an incentive for helping create a competitive game.
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
